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FAAC Opinion 
 
The FY2018 proposed budget totals $11.54 million, which is a 0.7% decrease from the adopted FY2017 level.  
In addition, there is one-time PAYG funding of $8.6 million from FY2016 year-end closeout, for a total of 
$20.1 million in funds for projects in FY2018.  
 
The adopted FY2017-2026 CIP assumes $25.4 million in PAYG funds for FY2018.
